Written by Rob Handreck and first performed by the kids of St Pauls Lutheran Church, Box Hill. This is very suitable for a group of young children, but can be adapted to include older children too. They can dress in colours, or make banners of different colours to bring in at the appropriate time. The possibilities are great. Add more music where appropriate.
Small choir around the microphone at front.

1. In the beginning God created the universe, the heavens, the earth, the land, the oceans, the plants and animals and people.

2. In the beginning God was very pleased with what he had made. His creation was very beautiful. The whole world was filled with colour- the colours of peace and harmony.

Children process in with colours singing:    ‘COLOURS OF CHRISTMAS’ (Leigh Newton) 
3. The man and the woman God made thought they knew better than God and they disobeyed him. Sin entered the world.

4. The beautiful colours of God’s creation were covered by the darkness of man’s sin.
Children bring in a very large black cloth and cover children and their colours. Lights off.
5. Although the people had sinned God still loved them. He gave the children of Israel many chances to obey him and bring back the colours of harmony and peace to the world. 

6. The people could not obey him all the time and they sinned often, breaking God’s commandments.

7. God loved the people he created so much that he sent his son Jesus into the world.

8. Jesus came to take away the darkness of people’s sin so that the world would become a beautiful place with colour again. 

Black cloth is lifted. Lights on.
9. At Christmas we remember the birth of Jesus. Just like the shining sun he brings light to the world.

10. He brings the ray of hope for us sinners to be at peace with God. He brings beautiful colour into a darkened world of sin. Praise God for sending his son Jesus.

11. We would like to tell you about the colours of Christmas that Jesus gives us.

12. Let us all journey to that first Christmas in the stable in the little town of Bethlehem.

13. RED: Is the colour the stockmen saw when they found baby Jesus. This is their song of discovery and joy.

14. a. YELLOW: Is the straw that Jesus lies on.

b. The straw in the manger was food for the animals.

a. SILVER: Is the star above the town of Bethlehem
 b. It showed the wise men where to find Jesus.

 b. They walked into Bethlehem to see Jesus.

a. GREEN: Is the grass in the fields that the sheep ate.
b. The sheep were on the hills near Bethlehem.

a. BLUE: Is the colour of Jesus eyes.
b. His eyes that brought love into people’s lives.

 a. Purple is a royal colour.
 b. Jesus is our King.

a. BLACK: Is the night that Jesus was born.
 b. Black is the world full of sin.

a. WHITE: Is the brightness of the angels. 
b. They told the shepherds where to find Jesus.

a. PINK: Is for Jesus skin.
 b. His tiny feet and hands were soft and smooth.

a. GOLD: Is the gift a wise man gave to Jesus.
b. It is a precious gift for a King.

a. ORANGE: Is the gown of a wise man.
b. He knelt down to worship Jesus.

a. RED: Is the reason Jesus came into the world. 
b. His blood was shed when he died on the cross for us.
