Feel their pain dear Father, and send them good neighbours to comfort and give practical help.  Move us to love our neighbours by spending time with them, inviting them into our homes, and sharing your mercy to us with them.

We pray for all travelling on the road of growth in the Christian faith.  Teach them well, and send them the Good Samaritan of their souls to give them eternal life through faith in him.  Make us all loving neighbours to those we know to be in special need, and whom we now name silently in our hearts...
