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PROPOSAL
to LCA General Convention of Synod 2015
SECTION 1—PROPOSAL

BE IT RESOLVED:
That this Synod reaffirms article V1, 11 of the ‘Theses of Agreement’ which states: 

“Though women prophets were used by the Spirit of God in the Old as well as in the New Testament, 1 Cor 14:34,35 and 1 Tim 2:11-14 prohibit a woman from being called into the office of the public ministry for the proclamation of the Word and the administration of the Sacraments.  This apostolic rule is binding on all Christendom; hereby her rights as a member of the spiritual priesthood are in no wise impaired.”
SECTION 2—REASON FOR PROPOSAL 
1. The thesis cited above succinctly and faithfully represents God’s revelation and will to us.  
2. The texts cited there inform us that this ‘apostolic rule’ is: 

a) Universal or for all of the Churches – (binding on all Christendom 1 Cor 14:32-33); 

b) Grounded in Gen 1-3.  The law in 1 Cor 14:34 should be regarded as a reference to the creation account as this is where St Paul points whenever he discusses the equal yet complementary nature  of the sexes (eg 1 Cor 11:8-9);

c) A command of the Lord with a warning attached.
3. God’s Word alone gives us a basis for the unity of the church. Where a church is faithful to the Word, blessing and life follow in accordance with God's promises; where a church is unfaithful to the Word, disunity and judgement inevitably result.
