MIDWEEK LENTEN DEVOTIONAL SERVICE 1

(in the week following the First Sunday in Lent)

OPENING VERSES

My servant will succeed in his task;

FIRST PASSION READING and response

YEAr A: Matthew 26:(31-35)36-46 (Peter's denial foretold and) Jesus prays in Gethsemane
(Silent meditation followed by:)
