Hymnic service with Holy Communion for 

Christmas day 

NOTES 

1 The service follows the outline of the regular divine service with holy 

communion, with variations for Christmas. 

2 Well-known hymn/carol verses and tunes have been used for sung parts of the 

liturgy. 

3 A gospel procession is suggested as an option, to highlight the coming of Christ 

into the midst of his people. It may be done as follows. After the acclamation 

‘Glory to you, O Lord’, two servers, each carrying a lit candle, go to the lectern 

and stand one on each side of it. A third server picks up the open Bible or 

lectionary, and the three walk side by side, with the minister following, to about a 

quarter or a third of the way down the central aisle of the nave. There the server 

carrying the Bible turns and holds it up while the minister reads the gospel from 

it. After the reading, and during the second acclamation ‘Praise to you, O Christ’, 

the procession returns the Bible to the lectern.
